One godparent, male or female, is sufficient; but there may be two, one of each sex.  A godparent 
must: 

• be not less than sixteen years of age; 

• be a baptised Catholic who has been confirmed and has received the Most Blessed 
Eucharist, and who lives a life of faith which befits the role to be undertaken. 

Because a godparent is not merely undertaking his or her responsibility for the Christian 
upbringing of the child as a relation or friend, but is, as a representative of the Church, standing 
as a sponsor for the faith of the candidate, a non-Catholic baptised Christian may not be a 
godparent, but may stand as a Christian witness in company with a Catholic godparent.  One 
who is not baptised cannot stand as a godparent or Christian witness.
